It is with a heavy heart that Ngā Pae o Te Māramatanga convey news of the passing of
Professor Angus Hikairo Macfarlane (Te Arawa). Angus was a Ngā Pae o te Māramatanga-

affiliated senior scholar with a long history of mentoring emerging Māori scholars. Angus had
a transformative impact on sociocultural theory and research practice in the context of Māori

education. His attention toward theorising issues from within both Māori and Western
epistemologies empowered Māori and non-Māori to frame research questions and select
methodologies and data-gathering procedures that “made sense” to Māori whānau and
educators - and enabled Māori to define the criteria for successful research outcomes.

Former Professor of Māori Research and Director of the Māori Research Laboratory Te Rū
Rangahau at the University of Canterbury, Professor Macfarlane’s deliberate bicultural

approach to research is best exemplified in his seminal models, the ‘Educultural Wheel’, used
extensively in schools in New Zealand, his ‘He Awa Whiria’ framework that was adopted as a
model of best practice by Superu for its research on whānau and families, and his leadership

in the development of the Hikairo Schema and the Mana Model.

Te Kura Reo Report Launched

Te Kura Reo report has just been launched and it is an
essential read for Māori needing to be re-energised about
working in Research, Science and Innovation says Rauika
Māngai Chair Dr Acushla Dee Sciascia.
 
Rauika Māngai is a rōpu of Māori working across the 11
National Science Challenges who hosted the hugely
successful Te Kura Roa event earlier this year.  The report
of the same name was written partly in response to the
devaluing of mātauranga by the current coalition
Government and sets out the aspirations of Māori working
in the sector as well as those who are elevating
mātauranga.

“This report is about Māori researchers making a stand. It intentionally expresses our
intention to continue weaving mātauranga and science in ways we know works to come up
with solutions for our people that are transformative. We cannot allow governments, or
anyone for that matter, tell us how to define ourselves and how to define mātauranga,” she
says.
 
The report will be given to key Government ministers as well as department heads. However,
Dee says every Māori researcher needs to read it.
 
“When people read this report, I want them to be reminded of the hope, energy and wairua
at that original gathering. Because we need to remind ourselves of our intentions back at
that meeting.”
 
While Rauika Māngai has wound down with the completion of the NSCs in June, its members
will continue advocating via Te Kura Reo as a new collective.  “I want people to be reminded
of our power. We have to stick together and carry on with our intentions and we cannot allow
this Government, or successive governments, to reduce what we know is important. We all
need to keep this report close, because it will absolutely uplift. It will re-inspire us to stay
the course,” says Dee.

Marareia Hamilton and Tania
Bristow also spoke about their ‘Te Kōrau’ kaupapa based in Whangarei and how they are
innovating in service delivery.
 
While not the usual networking approach, the conga line led by Pou Matarua Waimarie Nikora
was a hit with everyone and ended Day 2 of IIRC24 on a joyous note.
